MISSION - Our goal is to strive to increase the state of preparedness of service members and their Families through proactive education and support programs that promote self reliance and enhance individual and Family well being and readiness. We are constantly working with units, commands and Families to develop, educate and maintain Family Readiness Groups within units.  Each unit is encouraged to develop their own Family Readiness Group which is an organization of service, Family and community members.  Together, they provide an avenue of mutual support and assistance and a network of communication among the Family members, the chain of command and community resources. The Family Readiness Assistant trains and tracks the volunteer and military leadership that manages these groups.  Ongoing assistance is also provided to them in developing newsletters, Family Readiness Group Phone Trees, email distribution lists, and training to keep Families updated and informed on the most current unit information and benefits. The overall goal is to ensure Families are prepared to manage the challenges of military life.
