LINCOLN, Neb. – Sixteen members of the Nebraska Army National Guard will be welcomed home tomorrow evening, Dec. 11, at 7 p.m. at the Nebraska Army Guard’s Aviation Support Facility, after completing a year-long mission to Afghanistan as part of Operation Enduring Freedom.


While in Afghanistan the Soldiers of “Team Dragon” Afghan National Army Embedded Training Team (ANA-ETT) were responsible for providing training mentorship to members of the newly forming Afghan National Army and Afghan National Police Force. “Team Dragon” was mobilized for duty last December under the command of Col. Kevin Neumann. The Nebraska Army National Guard Soldiers come from a variety of units located across Nebraska.


According to Nebraska National Guard officials, the Soldiers are expected to arrive back in Lincoln at the Army National Guard Flight Support Facility at around 7 p.m. A short welcome home ceremony will commence after the team’s arrival. Among the state and military leaders expected to attend the ceremony are Nebraska Secretary of State John Gale and Brig. Gen. Tim Kadavy.


The ceremony is not open to the public.


The return of “Team Dragon” brings the number of Nebraska Army National Guard Soldiers deployed to Afghanistan to approximately 60.
