LINCOLN, Neb.—The Nebraska National Guard will observe the founding of the National Guard during a celebration at 1:30 p.m. on Friday, Dec. 12, at the Nebraska National Guard’s “Spirit of 1776” Armory in Lincoln, Neb. The armory is located at 1776 Military Road.


Speakers during the birthday celebration will include Gov. Dave Heineman, commander-in-chief of the Nebraska National Guard, and Brig. Tim Kadavy, the Nebraska National Guard adjutant general. The officials will also accept a donation on behalf of Nebraska military members and their families from Tri-West Healthcare Alliance. 


The National Guard was founded on December 13, 1636, when the Massachusetts Bay Colony formed the first Guard regiments in order to protect area settlers. Since that founding, members of the National Guard have fought in every one of America’s conflicts, including Operation Enduring Freedom and Operation Iraqi Freedom, the current military operations in Iraq and Afghanistan. All told, more than 4,000 Nebraska Army and Air Guard personnel have served in support of those current operations.
