LINCOLN, Neb. – The Nebraska Army National Guard and the U.S. Army Reserve will dedicate the new Kearney Armed Forces Readiness Center at 10 a.m. on Friday, Nov. 21, in Kearney Neb. The Kearney Armed Forces Readiness Center is located at 5710 Airport Road in Kearney, Neb.


According to Nebraska Army Guard officials, the new Kearney Armed Forces Readiness Center is designed to support Army Reserve and Nebraska Army National Guard mission requirements for the 21st Century. It includes approximately 21,562 square feet of additional space, 3,074 square feet of maintenance support space, two vehicle maintenance bays and additional parking spaces.
