
Colonel Daryl L. Bohac is the Vice-Director of the Joint Staff, Joint Force 
Headquarters, Nebraska National Guard and the Director of Staff for the Ne-
braska Air National Guard.  In these capacities, he provides direction of the 
administration, coordination, planning, development, execution and supervi-
sion of Joint Staff programs that prepare the state for contingency operations 
in either a federal or state emergency.  He serves as the principal advisor to 
the Adjutant General and Assistant Adjutant on a broad range of matters con-
cerning the United States Air Force and Air National Guard. Col Bohac ad-
vises on complex and sensitive issues in the areas of logistics, command and 
control, communications, manpower and personnel, strength management and 
other support functions related to mission operations.  He also formulates and 
develops long-range plans and programs and short-term strategic plans. He 
supervises Joint Force Headquarters' full-time staff and ensures operational 
units are provided with adequate guidance, manpower, resources and facilities 
to support both federal and state missions. 
 
Colonel Bohac began his career as an enlisted member in the United States 
Marine Corps Reserve in 1978 and served four years with the 4th Engineering 

Maintenance Company, Omaha, Nebraska.  He transferred to the Nebraska Air National Guard in 1982 and was as-
signed to the Vehicle Operations Branch of the Resources Management Squadron.  A distinguished graduate of the  
Air National Guard’s Academy of Military Science, he was commissioned as a Second Lieutenant on 11 August
